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PRINCIPALS OF ALL SCHOOLS

ARTS AND CULTURE COMPETITIONS 

The FSDoE wants to promote the arts and the implementation of activities that can stimulate excitement and interest in Arts and Culture. Arts and Culture is a practical learning area that provides exposure, experience and opportunities for learners to develop the skills, knowledge, attitudes and values that can prepare them for lifelong learning. A very important component of our learning area is art exhibitions. For this reason, a series of competitions is planned for the Intermediate and Senior Phase learners to participate in town-cluster based and district-based rounds that will lead to the final Provincial round. Tasks will be based on the Assessment Standards of the different Learning Outcomes and other authentic issues related to Arts and Culture. 
This effort is also viewed as an opportunity to develop our learners’ full potential in our learning area. 
The competitions will be presented in different rounds in all schools in the Free State. In some categories learners will compete individually while in some they will do so in groups. At every level individual winners’ art works will be compared. Winning art works will be entered in the next round. The focus in 2009 is on grades 5, 6, 7 and 8. The other grades will be considered in the coming years.
Categories

Grade 5

Facial Model – Theme: My unique idol. Individual work; three-dimensional art work; use found material or cartridge paper; height 30 cm x width 20 cm and the circumference 45 - 55 cm.
Grade 6
Mural Painting – Theme: My favourite sport. Group work; size 50 cm x 40 cm painted on white paper. The 3 winning schools in this category will be requested to increase the size of their paintings to 100 cm x 60 cm to be painted on the wall of the tunnel that connects the Provincial Government Building and the Lebohang Building in Bloemfontein.
Drama: Grade 7

Theme: Reap what you sow

Present a play of 3-5 min on any human rights issue, using the elements of drama (situation/storyline, character, relationships, dramatic tension, crisis, climax, focus language, gestures and movement).

A suggestion of costume may be used. 5-10 learners per group.
Motivate learners to use their creativity in their presentations.
Performances may be rehearsed in class during the A&C period.

Dance Grade 8
Theme: Total despair to everlasting success
Present a creative dance performance of about 3 min, using the elements of dance (space, time, force, composition) as well as appropriate music and props. 3-10 learners per group. A cultural/traditional or contemporary dance may be presented.

Round 1 Schools must identify teams and individuals who will participate in the district competition. They must submit their works to the LFs who will run this level of the competition in their respective districts. Each cluster should submit 5 art works per category to the district adjudication team. The team of adjudicators will consist of LFs, 2-3 artists from the local community and at least 2 teachers chairing PWGs. This level will be organised by the LFs for Arts and Culture. PWG leaders must send the winning art works to the LFs in the district by 5 September 2009. The District prize-giving function will be in the respective districts on 24 September 2009. 

NB: During this round, schools will organise their own transport.
All art works must be clearly marked and not mounted. At the back of every art work the following information must appear:

· The name of the school 

· The name or names of the learners who created the art works (for group or individual works)

· The ages of the learner(s)

Round 2 To identify teams and individuals who will participate in the Provincial competitions, the Arts & Culture LFs along with the LAC will run this level of the competition. Every District should submit the 3 winning art works per category to the provincial adjudication team. The team of adjudicators will consist of the LACs Arts and Culture, the CES: GET, 2-3 Free State artists and at least one teacher who has proved to be a leader in the field of Arts and Culture. This level will be organised by the LAC for Arts and Culture. Arts and Culture LFs must send the winning art works to the LAC by 02 October 2009. 
The provincial adjudication and prize-giving function will be completed by 16 October 2009. The learners who won in the district competitions will be invited to the provincial prize-giving function. The winners of the category of mural paintings should arrive in Bloemfontein on 15 October 2009 so that they have time to paint their murals before the prize-giving. Accommodation will be organised for winners coming from afar. 
Please refer to Annexure A for the adjudication criteria for the 4 categories.
The prizes for the different categories at different levels are:
District level

1st prize - gold medals to all teams and individuals and visual art equipment or art books worth R1 000.
2nd prize – silver medals to all teams and individuals and visual art equipment or art books worth R500.

3rd prize - bronze medals to all teams and individuals and visual art equipment or art books worth R250.

Provincial level

1st prize: winning trophy, visual art equipment or art books, worth R3 000.
2nd prize: medium silver trophy for teams and individuals and visual art equipment/art books or CDs worth R2 000.
3rd prize: small silver trophy for teams and individuals and visual art equipment or art books worth      R1 000.
